This is an intensive graduate-level course
in modern macroeconomics. The specific
focuses are quantitative models and methods
used in modern macroeconomics. In this
course, we will learn some typical dynamic
macroeconomic models, and learn how to solve
these models with numerical simulation
methods using MATLAB and Dynare. This course
is learning-by-doing lecture-based. We will
be working through the details of several
typical models of modern macroeconomics. I
will provide detailed and self-contained
lecture notes, but students are expected to
refer all the materials listed below if
necessary. Students are required to redo the
derivation and calculation of all models and
conduct some replication exercises. Students
should have the knowledge of undergraduate
level macroeconomics and microeconomics.
This means that students should be familiar
with economic meanings such as utility
maximization or cost minimization. Also,
students should be comfortable with basic
multivariable calculus, Lagrange multiplier
method-based optimization, |inear algebra,
statistics, probability and programming. The
replication exercises require students to
work with MATLAB and Dynare.
